ALFALFA STUDY

Roundup Ready Alfalfa Project
Continues

Weed control in desert alfalfa production is a
primary concern to our producers here in La
Paz County. The same conditions that make
our area an ideal environment for alfalfa pro-
duction; namely sun, water, and warm tem-
peratures are also ideal for weed production as
well. Therefore, any time a new tool to con-
trol weed species more effectively and effi-
ciently presents itself, it bears looking into.

Roundup Ready Alfalfa uses the same technol-
ogy as its cousin crops cotton, corn, and soy-
beans that also have glyphosate tolerant char-
acteristics. In short, we are able to treat the
alfalfa with Roundup, a broad spectrum herbi-
cide, and not damage the alfalfa while at the
same time controlling many weed species heretofore uncontrollable.

Research has been conducted locally at the FFA Land Lab here in Parker to evaluate the effectiveness of controlling
Purple nutsedge in Roundup Ready Alfalfa. The results have been promising. A field day will be conducted on Sep-
tember 25, 2008 to tour the field plots and review the data.
